Introduction

The Global Education Project (GEP) is a short term visiting program for ’\
international students at the University of Central Arkansas (UCA). The goal AT

of GEP is to assist the visiting students to become more globally-minded and """"""""'l]__

academically motivated while also enhancing the global learning environment

at UCA. This Project provides an excellent opportunity for visiting students to

learn more about American culture and improve their English skills. Overall, it
will create a global learning environment for all students and faculty at UCA.

With an enrollment of around 600 students and a student to faculty ratio of 17 to 1, UCA offers
more than 100 undergraduate programs and more than 30 graduate programs at both the master

and doctoral level. U.S. News and World Report of 2016 ranks UCA 29th in the category of “Top

Public Schools™ among regional universities in the South.

As one of the best educational values in the South, students at the University of Central Arkansas
receive a quality education at an affordable cost.

The Project

The Project is uniquely designed to benefit our visiting international students in the classroom
and on campus. Students with appropriate English skills are welcome to participate in regular
courses with UCA students while those with lower English skills can sharpen their language
ability through our diverse Intensive English Program. All students will have the opportunity to
immerse themselves in American culture by living, eating and socializing with Americans. The
package price includes 12 undergraduate credits of tuition, housing with a roommate, unlimited
meals at the cafeteria, health insurance, membership to the campus fitness center and other
associated fees required by UCA. The program is a great bargain so students can focus on why
they are at UCA rather than worry about individual expenses. In all, we hope this project will
encourage students from our partner universities to participate in a semester or year-long study
abroad experience at UCA benefiting both the sending and receiving communities.

The Procedure

We would like to have partner universities provide information regarding GEP to their students

and recommend quality students with good English skills to be candidates for the Project. A final

list of recommended students should be sent to UCA’s International Engagement Office. UCA
will process these students’ applications and issue a DS-2019 form for the intended length of
study to qualified candidates. The students will use this form to apply for their J-1 (exchange
student) visa.



Students should take the TOEFL ITP or iBT, or IELTS before applying for admission. Those
who receive a score of at least 500 on TOEFL ITP (or equivalent TOEFL iBT 61, IELTS 5.5) will
be able to take four different courses (maximum of 12 undergraduate credits) from their own
disciplines with approval from Department heads of UCA. Students with lower scores will enroll
in the Intensive English Program and other approved GEP curricula.

Please note that the Global Education Project package price covers 12 undergraduate credits
which is usually equivalent to 4 courses. Students who want to take more than 12 credits or
graduate courses will be charged additionally.

Program costs total will be
announced in May after being approved by UCA Board of Trustees and include the
following items:

» Tuition and fees for 12 undergraduate credit hours

> International Insurance (excluding $100 deductible)

> Meal Plan (unlimited cafeteria + $50 Dining Dollars)

» Administrative expenses

Student expenses not included in the package price are:

» Measles, Mumps and Rubella shots (reimbursable)

» Travel-related expenses

To enroll in regular undergraduate classes, a student should demonstrate English
language proficiency by 1) a TOEFL ITP score of 500, or 2) a TOEFL iBT score
of 61, or 3) an IELTS score of 5.5. Students who do not demonstrate the
appropriate English language proficiency may participate in the UCA Intensive
English Program (IEP). GEP enrollment in IEP is limited so please apply early.

Students admitted as Graduate students will have a modified package rate
depending on the number and level of courses they are enrolled in.

The admission deadline for enrolling in the Fall 2016 semester is June 1%, 2016
and the deadline for Spring 2017 semester is November 1%, 2016. For more
information, please contact the International Engagement Office at 501-450-3445
or armstrongyh@gmail.com visit http://uca.edu/international/gep/ Make sure to put
“GEP” in the subject line of all emails.
